Page Limit: The extended abstract is strictly limited to one page in A4 format, including figures, tables, and references.

2.	Formatting and Guidelines
The text should be single-spaced, justified, and use 11pt Times New Roman in one column. Margins are 1.5 cm on the top, and 2 cm on the bottom, left, and right.
2.1. 	Abbreviations and Units
Define abbreviations at first use. Common abbreviations (PACMA, SI, IEEE) need not be defined. All data must be expressed in SI units. Use a zero before decimals (e.g., “0.25”) and standard notations (e.g., “cm3”).
2.2. 	Equations
Center-align equations and number them consecutively in parentheses flush right, as in (1). Punctuate equations as part of the sentence.

Define symbols before or immediately after the equation. Refer to “(1)”, not “Eq. (1)”, unless at the start of a sentence.

2.3. Figures and Tables
